This heritage is 

preserved in places like the Harbor History Museum, 

where visitors can learn about the town’s seafaring past, 

explore historic exhibits, and see the restored Shenan-

doah, a classic fishing vessel.

Visi-

tors can explore displays of Native Amer-

ican artifacts, early settler memorabilia, 

and maritime history, reflecting the island’s 
deep connection to the Puget Sound.

During the spring and summer 

months, rent a classic electric or rowboat 

to enjoy the harbor. A retail shop is open 

on weekends year round.

Gig Harbor Lighthouse

Built in 1998, this small lighthouse marks 

the mouth of the harbor and is an official 
US Coast Guard aid to navigation. The 

lighthouse is a favorite paddling and 

boating destination, as the adjacent land 

is privately-owned and access is only 

available by water. The beach around the 

lighthouse itself is open to the public—

take a picnic!

Harbor History Museum

The museum boasts a Pioneer School 

Experience in a historic one-room 

schoolhouse, permanent and special 

exhibits, a 65-foot fishing vessel under 
restoration, and a library, and is host to 

many public and private events each year.

Housed in the historic Skansie House 

on Harborview Drive, this organization 

is on a mission to educate and inspire 

people of all ages about the wonders 

of the Salish Sea. They house a Marine 

Life Center on the main floor of their 
facility, complete with touch-tanks and 

aquariums with local animals, interactive 

displays, and rotating exhibits. They also 

host public walking tours at the beach, an 

estuary, wetlands, SCUBA dives, partic-

ipatory science monitoring, youth STEM 

programs, and other special events.

Its rotating beverage selection showcases 

the best of Washington’s offerings, and its attractive, cozy 
outdoor space is the best spot in town to unwind from the 

week.

The Sound boasts 

more than 2,500 miles of stunning 

shoreline, with everything from fishable 
public beaches with convenient park-

ing, to remote undeveloped islands 

only accessible via boat.

Gig Harbor and its surrounding 

areas are teeming with opportunities 

for saltwater and freshwater  

fishing alike. 

Depending on the season and 

location, you can cast your line for 

various salmon species—Chinook, 

Coho, or Pink—or target Steelhead 

and Cutthroat trout. The Sound’s 

waters also offer a chance to reel 
in groundfish like Pacific Cod and

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E
xciting developments are underway for Gig Harbor’s 

recreation scene, with the ongoing construction of two 

highly anticipated parks that will elevate the community’s 

access to sports and leisure facilities. Both projects are 

making notable progress, bringing a variety of amenities to 

meet the community’s demand for more recreational facilities.

At the heart of these new projects is the Community 

Recreation Center (CRC), a cutting-edge facility that promises 

to be a hub for indoor activities and gatherings. The walls of the 

main building are now up, a tangible sign of progress toward 

this state-of-the-art destination. Designed with the community in 

mind, the CRC will offer an indoor track, multiple sports courts, 
a turf field, and open spaces dedicated to community events. 
This center will fill a significant gap in the area by providing a 
year-round venue for both recreational and social events, setting 

a new standard for community engagement in Gig Harbor.

Meanwhile, the Gig Harbor Sports 

Complex is also moving ahead, bringing 

much-anticipated outdoor facilities to the 

community. Development of the Sports 

Complex has been divided into three 

phases. Phase 1 has been subdivided into 

Phase 1a and Phase 1b to be developed 

by the YMCA and the city, respectively. 

Phase 1a includes the sports fields 
designated as A1 and A2. The YMCA is 

responsible for financing and developing 
these fields under a lease agreement 
with the city. The YMCA is still trying to 

secure donations for construction. If you 

would like to make a donation toward 

construction costs, visit ymcapkc.org/give/

gig-harbor-sports-complex.

Phase 1b of the sports complex broke 

ground in spring of 2024 and is expected 

to open in spring of 2025. Located near 

the YMCA, this sprawling 30+ acre 

facility will feature a range of amenities 

designed to support active lifestyles and 

community connection. Plans include 

six fully lit, multisport turf fields suitable 
for soccer, football, and other sports, 

ensuring access for families and local 

sports leagues. The complex will also 

offer walking trails, multiple playgrounds, 
and six pickleball courts, enhancing its 

appeal for residents of all ages.

In addition to athletic facilities, 

the complex will include a bocce ball 

court, a performance stage, and ample 

concessions and restroom facilities, 

making it a versatile venue for a wide 

variety of community events. These 

additions are vital for the growing 

population of young families in Gig Harbor, 

providing a modern space for both 

organized sports and informal recreation.

With these new projects on the 

horizon, Gig Harbor is rising to meet the 

needs of its steadily growing populace, 

promising benefits that will resonate 
throughout the community for years 

to come. Keep an eye out for updates 

on these developments and mark your 

calendar for spring 2025, when these 

exciting new spaces are expected to 

open to the public.

Open to the public, 

the garden features individual plots where gardeners of 

all skill levels cultivate a wide variety of fruits, vegetables, 

and flowers. Walking through the rows, visitors can admire 
the vibrant colors of the crops, from leafy greens to bright 

sunflowers, all thriving in the Pacific Northwest climate.
For those interested in getting involved, Wilkinson Farm 

Park Community Garden operates on a seasonal basis, 

with plot rentals available in the spring. Gardeners receive 

a designated area to tend their crops, along with access to 

shared resources such as compost, water, and tools. The 

friendly community is always welcoming, offering advice and 
support for those new to gardening. Regular workshops and 

events educate members on topics like composting, water 

conservation, and organic gardening practices, making it a 

great learning environment for people of all ages.

In addition to the garden, Wilkinson Farm Park itself is a 

picturesque setting for an afternoon stroll or a family picnic. 

The park features open fields, wooded areas, and a historic 
barn that gives a glimpse into Gig Harbor’s agricultural 

past. A walking trail winds through the park, offering 
stunning views of Mount Rainier on clear days.

Whether you’re 

embarking on a leisurely stroll with the family, pushing your limits on a bike, clearing your head with a jog, or 

exploring the woods with your dog, you’ll find several trails to choose from to suit your needs.

FIVE FAVORITES—FROM EASY TO MODERATE

Cushman Trail – 12 miles R/T, Moderate

This there-and-back paved path is perfect for running, 

walking, road biking, and even birdwatching. The trail has 

minimal elevation changes, featuring only a few gentle hills 

but plenty of breathtaking vistas from the Narrows Bridge to 

Gig Harbor North. Trail entrances with parking can be found at 

Grandview St. and Borgen Blvd. A third entrance is 14th Ave.
